 changed. As hum

an beings are, in essence, adaptive, 
m

any people w
ill have problem

s returning to the old norm
ality. In the sam

e w
ay that w

e found it 
hard to adaptto all of these restrictions, readaptation w

ill also take som
e tim

e. W
e have got used 

to m
asks, a lack of contact and social distancing. For m

any people, it w
on’t be possible to go from

 
zero to 100 w

ithout suffering a certain apprehension. The secret is to readapt ourselves bit by bit. 
Those w

ith phobias w
ill have m

ore problem
s taking off their m

asks, especially in closed spaces, 
and m

ay take an instinctive step back w
hen people try to kiss or hug them

. Also, the tw
o years of 

the pandem
ic have caused insom

nia, general anxiety and hypochondria, and w
e have to pay 

attention to these disorders.
To m

ove from
 fear to love, it is necessary to stop thinking about threats and to start thinking about 

benefits. Let us recognize the beauty of a sm
ile that, finally, w

e can see on som
eone’s lips. O

the feeling of com

fort that w
e get from

 a great hug. Beyond the pandem
ic and w

ars, of past, 
present and future threats, w

e cannot live caught by fear, as that w

An international study has suggested that people w
ith sim

ilar personality traits are likely 
to enjoy the sam

e genre of m
usic. The research by C

am
bridge U

niversity, w
hich covered 

350,000 participants from
 m

ore than 50 countries across six continents, found that those 
w

ith a sim
ilar personality tended to enjoy the sam

e type of m
usic.Ed Sheeran's songs 

are as likely to appeal to outgoing people
living in the U

K as those in Argentina and India. 
Those w

ith a neurotic personality in the U
S are

as likely to prefer N
irvana's songs as 

sim
ilar people in D

enm
ark and South Africa.

The research w
as led by D

r D
avid G

reenberg, from
 C

am
bridge U

niversity, w
ho is a 

m
usician and neuroscientist. H

e said: "W
e found thatthese patterns betw

een m
usic and 

personality replicated across the globe. If an introvert in one part of the w
orld likes the 

sam
e m

usic as introverts elsew
here, that suggests that m

usic could be a very pow
erful

bridge". D
r G

reenberg's team
 concluded

that being a sociable person w
ould be linked to 

a preference for contem
porary, optim

istic
m

usic. Sim
ilarly, they w

ere not surprised that 
shyness is related to intense, aggressive m

usic.
O

ne finding proved to be som
ew

hat puzzling, how
ever. "W

e thought that neuroticism
 

w
ould likely have gone in one of tw

o w
ays, either preferring sad m

usic to express their 
loneliness or preferring upbeat m

usic to change
their m

ood", D
r G

reenberg said. O
n the 

contrary, neurotic
participants tended to prefer m

ore intense m
usic, w

hich D
r G

reenberg 
suspects reflects "their inner frustration". The link betw

een being an
outgoing person

and 
liking contem

porary m
usic w

as also found to be especially strong around the equator, 
above all in C

entral and South Am
erica. R

esearchers believe this could be dow
n to 

clim
atic factors that influence m

usical preferences, and that people
in w

arm
er clim

ates 
tend to enjoy m

ore rhythm
ic m

usic you can dance to.
